BOARD OF DIRECTORS

March 10, 2011

President Darlene Gregoire called the regular meeting to order with Directors Connie Burns, Loren Doe, Wendell Fortier, Stephanie Gagne, Tim Green, John Libbey, Albert Perry, Richard Ryea, and Sue Wilson present.  Also present were Laura Ovitt, and John Perkins, Treasurer of the Montgomery Area Community Alliance (MACA).

Mr. Perkins gave an overview of the MACA mission, and explained he wants to develop a marketing website that will give Montgomery businesses better exposure and help attract patrons who visit Jay Peak. He proposed having MACA and REAC work together to create a regional website that would maintain each participating town’s identity. Mr. Perkins left the meeting.
The Directors discussed the proposal, deciding not to participate in the project, but to continue to improve their own website.

Motion made by Connie Burns, seconded by Sue Wilson to approve the minutes of the Feb. 10 regular meeting. The motion carried.

Connie Burns gave the financial report, saying two books have been sold bringing in $10. Connie distributed flyers for the revolving loan fund. These were printed by the Messenger for a cost of $105. Connie said the flyers need to be distributed to area banks.

Motion made by Sue Wilson, seconded by Tim Green, to approve the expense. The motion carried.

Motion made by Sue Wilson, seconded by Tim Green, to approve the financial statements. The motion carried.

Connie presented the membership request from the Vermont Council on Rural Development, at a cost of $125. Motion made by Loren Doe, seconded by Stephanie Gagne, to approve the expense. The motion carried.

The eVermont public forum will be held April 13 at 7:00 PM at the high school. A press release and flyers need to be prepared and distributed, and area businesses need to be invited. The board agreed that the forum will be the general membership meeting. 

Motion made by Albert Perry, seconded by Loren Doe, to authorize $100 for food. Laura suggested that, during the 2010 forums, the HS cafeteria had provided the food. The motion carried.

Darlene Gregoire reported on the “Citizens in a Connected Age” workshop, which she and Peggy Bicknell attended on March 5 at Lyndon State College. She distributed some materials from the workshop.

The golf committee reported on their progress. The tournament will be held June 18, with a rain date of June 19. The cost will be $50 per person, and there is a limit of 16 4-person teams. Soliciting for sponsors will begin in April.
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Loren Doe reported the tax stabilization committee will meet next week to prepare to meet with the selectboard on March 21.

Tim Green reported the membership committee has been contacting businesses about being listed on the website. Darlene suggested changing the platform of the website, and will bring it up to the eVermont people at the forum. She will follow up with Ted Adriance regarding his balance due.

Albert Perry reported for the membership committee, saying two new members have joined as a result of recruiting for the website.

Connie Burns invited the directors to attend the Franklin County Regional Chamber of Commerce mixer on March 17 at the Enosburg Country Club. REAC directors may attend free of charge.

The board determined the next regular meeting will be April 14, with the general membership event taking place on April 13 at the public forum.

John Libbey reported the Farmer’s Market, with the Beautification/Image Committee, will have a community booth at the Farmer’s Market. He suggested REAC sign up for a day to distribute eVermont and membership information.

The meeting adjourned at 6:40 PM.
